The Christadelphians (Greek for ‘Brethren in Christ’) are a world-wide community of disciples of Jesus 

Christ, whose fellowship is based on a common understanding of the Bible and a commitment to living

Christadelphian Essential Beliefs 

✓ The whole Bible is God’s inspired book. 

✓ There is one God – Creator and Sustainer of everything  

✓ Jesus Christ is God’s Son, born with our nature to be Saviour of mankind. 

✓ The Holy Spirit is God’s power. 

✓ Man in mortal and sinful, in need of salvation and unable to save himself. 

✓ God’s plan is to fill the earth with His glory. 

✓ The only hope after death is resurrection. 

✓ Jesus will return soon, to raise the dead and judge the believers and the world. 

✓ He will reward the faithful with everlasting life in God’s Kingdom on earth.
